The City of Wilton Manors has scored a perfect score of 100 on the Human
Rights Municipal Equality Index (MEI) annual report for the eighth year in a
row.

The City of Oakland Park scored 100 this year, after scoring 99 in previous
years.

The 2021 MEI is the tenth annual edition and rates a total of 506 cities on 49
different criteria from every state in the nation, with 110 receiving perfect
scores. There were 21 of those cities in Florida were included in the index, with
Wilton Manors, Fort Lauderdale, Oakland Park, Hollywood, and West Palm
Beach all receiving perfect scores.
